• Maintains milking equipment by inspecting and replacing equipment parts, ordering supplies, and maintaining 

inventory levels.
• Assists clinicians with medical treatments, surgical preparation, and medical records, ensuring all hospitalized 

dairy cows are properly documented.
• Herds cattle to and from dairy facility and pastures to accommodate space and grazing needs.
• Maintains milking barn by ensuring proper cleaning of facilities and reporting malfunctions of equipment to 

appropriate personnel.
• Performs milking duties during months when students are not assigned to the dairy herd.
• Maintains all dairy herd records.
• Monitors the overall condition of beef and dairy pastures.
