e Performs basic landscape-related duties on University grounds to include weed pulling, plant watering, pine
straw/mulch installation, and sod installation.

e Provides debris removal with cleaning and litter control equipment to keep University grounds, streets, and
parking lots free of dirt, leaves, trash, and other debris. Maintains University hardscapes through the use of a
pressure washer.

e Maintains and cleans hand and power tools and equipment including, but not limited to, checking fluid levels
and blade sharpness.
