• May develop campaigns and/or presentation proposals related to funding priorities in order to keep top 

prospects informed, interested, involved and to meet development goals and objectives.
• The nature of this role is highly externally focused, requiring frequent travel and meetings on and off campus 

during regular and non-traditional business hours, and is therefore expected to operate with high-levels of 
autonomy.

• May produce or assists in producing marketing materials to support development efforts.
