Job Summary

Designs, develops, writes and maintains textual and graphic web page content and electronic news
distributions.

Essential Functions

Posts news online and assists with production of electronic communications efforts in
collaboration with a team of communications, writing, and editing professionals to include (but not
limited to) production, design, and electronic distribution efforts.

Designs and implements effective Web pages for the University and campus departments.

Plans web site content and graphics to mirror the overall Communications and Marketing plan
and University mission.

Assists in writing and editing internal and/or external stories, articles, newsletters,
advertisements, invitations and/or news releases for publications, the media, and other outlets.

Assists in developing and implementing Web standards and templates that reflect institutional
marketing standards.

Consults with and trains campus communicators on Web strategies, Web maintenance issues,
and/or Web template usage.

Supervisory Responsibility

May be responsible for training, assisting or assigning tasks to others. May provide input to
performance reviews of other employees.

Specific duties and
responsibilities may vary based upon departmental needs. Other duties may be assigned similar to the above consistent with the
knowledge, skills and abilities required for the job.
